2.2 Human Rights Economy

Kurzbeschreibung / Description

The Centre was invited to contribute to the publication project Human Rights Economies and
Subnational Governance: Theory and Practice, edited by Martha F. Davis, Northeastern
University School of Law, Morten Kjaerum, Raoul Wallenberg Institute/University of Aalborg,
and Savitri Bisnath, Senior Economist with the OHCHR. The chapter examines the question
of what theoretical and practical guidance there is for ‘human rights budgeting’ and a ‘human
rights-based budgeting approach’ as a means of implementing a human rights economy at
local level. In a first step, conceptual work and models dealing with this topic are reviewed. In
a second step, related practices of local governments are mapped, and some key
observations are derived. The findings from theory and practice are then brought together to
determine first building blocks that outline the contours of ‘human rights budgeting’
instruments at local level. Finally, some conclusions are drawn that support further research
on how local governments can implement a human rights economy.

4.2 Academic Cooperation in the Framework of the “World Human
Rights Cities Forum” in Gwangju

From May 15 to 17, the World Human Rights Cities Forum 2025 was held under the theme
“Peace and Solidarity: Human Rights Cities Acting for Conflict Prevention and
Peacebuilding”. The UNESCO Chair contributed with the Human Rights Paper Session,
Peace and Solidarity: the Role of Human Rights Cities in Conflict Prevention and
Peacebuilding, which brought students, researchers, activists, and practitioners together to
share their insights on how to promote human rights cities. Drawing on their research
findings, participants explored diverse strategies to address discrimination and conflict, and
to advance human rights and peace.

The Centre contributed to the topic of Cities Against Violence. Through case studies of how
cities respond to various forms of violence, participants examined how historical experiences
shape democratic movements and inclusive societies. The discussion also reaffirmed the
essential role of local governments in promoting peace and security.
